2. Phone requests will be accepted on an "emergency" basis only and must be followed by written confirmation.
3. Submit no more than 2 requests at a time.
4. If the material you request is out circulating you will be placed on a waiting list for the item.
5. Materials circulate for 7 days after receipt of item. We allow 3 days each way for delivery. Please mail the item back to us insured on or by the date stamped on the date due card.
6. Insure the item for the amount indicated in the acquisition list. The insurance value will differ depending on the cost of the item. Mail them in padded jiffy bags.
7. We will mail or UPS the materials to you. Mail or UPS them back to the Council. Do not call for a special pick up. The delivery will be used only if a delivery happens to be scheduled for your institution.
